D. Applicants must have performed one out of the two following services during their Turner High
School years of attendance for the Turner Recreation Commission:
1. Served as an employee for the TRC in any capacity. (seasonal employee, sports official,
lifeguard, etc.)
2. Volunteered a minimum of 20 hours for TRC.

All applications are forwarded to the Turner Recreation Commission office for selection at the Turner
Recreation Commission April board meeting. The Turner Recreation Commission Board will notify the Turner
High School guidance office of the scholarship recipient(s). Scholarship recipients will be announced at the
Turner High School Awards Ceremony. Awarded scholarships range from $250 up to $500.

Scholarship recipients will receive a letter of congratulations from the Turner Recreation Commission
containing instructions on how the recipients can obtain their scholarship. Recipients also receive an official
scholarship certificate from the Turner Recreation Commission.
